Let us travel to the world of letters
Dear students,

The current e-issue of Satyambhara, is launched from the session 2022-23. The Principal, our patron and mentor, has been
determined to achieve this feat partly because of students' sincere interest in creative writing, and partly because of the
earnest need to put forth a panoramic perspective of college activities for all interested in this prestigious institute of higher
education. Thus, the e-magazine happens to replace its prior publication in print form, the last issue of which came up
almost a decade ago.

It's an opportunity to budding writers to come forward with their creative expressions. Most of them, however, have
submitted poetic pieces. Some have been found worth publishing, while some were plagiarized, which indicates a writer's
bankruptcy of ideas or lack of expression in language. In fact, an idea exists in words, hence language acquisition is of
primary importance. Another obvious reason for excluding them is that their pieces were least literary. There should be
deep meaning or connotative references and allusions to enhance literary pleasure in prose or poetic passages; as such a
quality makes it different from newspaper like superficial writing. To discuss events is different from discussing ideas. It
has been rightly observed that newspapers articles are only for a day, but a poem or story is for ages. New writers should
bear in mind that complex language and unclear meaning make literature not only boring but useless also. Instead of
writing uncomprehended ideology, confused thoughts, and meandering words, one must restrain in usage of language. This
has also been emphasized elsewhere that one should have considerable knowledge and mastery of prose before attempting
at poetry writing.

There is a typical problem that either one has not sufficient and relevant vocabulary to express or, on the contrary, one has
command over a large number of words but does not know how to avoid verbosity. Ellipses are of utmost importance to
poetry. First, know your topic/message completely, meaning thereby be well informed and knowledgeous about what you
have to say. Second, say it in exact and few words so diligently that only some of the whole is visible to the reader/listener,
and some remains hidden or unexpressed directly in words, but well-intended or connotated in meaning. Such a poem will
invite a perennial interest of readers.

You need to cultivate taste for poetry and penchant for words, and make continuous efforts to refine your tastes. Read
others. Writing can be a therapeutic experience. Poets and Masters have already suffered through life. Creation itself is a
process of suffering. It's like a seed germinating in favourable circumstances. Apart from employing figurative language,
you will gradually know the rhythm of words. Again it is emphasized that be a voracious reader. So that you may turn into
a good appreciator, an attentive, patient listener and a sensitive heart which is a prerequisite for becoming a poet. Write
several pages of your own per day, what if later on they be torn and thrown away. Thereafter you may grow up into a
mature writer. Otherwise, your romance with pen will die soon.

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HISTORY OF SAFIDON

Safidon is located at 29.42°N Latitudes and 76.67 E longitudes. The place is possibly the site of Sarpadevi
referred in Mahabharata and Vamanapuran. It is associated with snake sacrifice of Janamegaya son of
Parikshita. The latter lost his life in the struggle against the nagas of taxila, which was later avenged by his
son janamegay, symbolished in the epic tradition of sarpasastra which possibly took place at sarpadevi.
There are three asscient temples and tirthas of Nagashvara Mahadeva, Nagadamni Devi and Nagashetra.

The area was first occupied by a pre — harappan chalcolithic agricultural community, whose pottery has
been recovered from a number of places near safidon, including Hatt, Harigarh, Anta, Morkhi and
Berikhera. The area was irrigated during the reign of Feroz Shah Tughlaqg of the Tughlag dynasity who built
a canal from Yamuna . Feroz also made administrative changes, creating a separate igta of safidon and
placed the entire area of the present district under its Mukta, Yalkhan, a trusted noble. He also changed the

name of safidon to Tughlugpur.

After Feroz’s death, discord disputed the Delhi sultanate, and the tughlaq dynasty lost Safidon and Jind.
Temur attacked northen India in 1398 entering Haryana from Punjab. The district of Jind did not suffer
much at his hands, during his march from Kaithal to Panipat, he touched only the outskirts of the district
expect from Muana village to Safidon and a little beyond while located in habitants fled; the fort of Safidon

was burned.

This fort was built by the tomar dynasty the fort was later captured by the Mughals and it was used as a
military base during the reign of the emperor Akbar today the fort is the popular tourist attraction and

known for its impressive architecture and historical significance. Continue. ..




éjpat Singh a great grandson of phul, the founder of the Phulkian Misl, one of the 12 confederacies of the
Sikhs in the 18™ century took advantages of the above situation. He took part in the attack of Sikh on the

province of Sirhind in 1763 in which Zain Khan, the afghan governor of the province was killed Gajpat

Singh occupied a large tract of the country including jind and safidon as his share of the spoil.

During the reorganization of the Punjab in 1966, the Sangrur district was divided in Jind and Narwana
tehsils were allocated to Haryana and where constituted into Jind district. The Jind district tehsil was divided
into two tehsil of Jind and Safidon in 1967. In January 1973, five villages of Kaithal tehsil were transferred
to Safidon tehsil.

Today, Safidon is a thriving town with a rich cultural heritage. The town is known for its temples, mosques
and other historical landmarks. It is also a major center of agriculture and is known for its production of

wheat, rice and other crops.

In conclusion the history of Safidon is a rich and fascinating one. The town has seen the rise and fall of
empires, the growth of trade and commerce, and the establishment of a vibrant cultural heritage. Today

Safidon stands as a testament to the resilience and perseverance of its people.

In these, rivers like Alaknanda, Nut, Ramganga, Gomti, Dhootpapa, Tamsa, Saryu, Kamla, Gandaki,
Koshiki, etc. collect the city's filth in their water and join the sea along with Haldia. Here, sand dunes are
formed, which prevent ships from entering the water.

The seaward end of the Ganga delta encloses a wide marshy area. This area is called Sundar Van. This
forest is no longer beautiful.

/AOSEQUESTRATION OF CARBON DIOXIDE AND GREENHOUSE GASES

Imbalance in atmospheric constituent that caused due to anthropogenic activities
leading to the release of co2 and other greenhouse gases is a great matter to concern
about .An increase in the atmospheric concentration of greenhouse gases produce
warming effect .According to United Nations Environmental Protection Agency
(UNEPA) from 1990 to 2019,the total warming effect from greenhouse gases added
by humans to earth atmosphere increased by 45 percent . Considering the WHO
report, between 2030 and 2050 climate change is expected to cause approximately
2,50,000 deaths per year .

Biosequestration of these refers to the removal of these gases in addition to the
removal that would occur by natural cycle. Developing an optimal biological system
to capture and subsequent store or utilize Co2 and other greenhouse gases in crucial in
managing level of gases in the atmosphere. Plants are the Co2 sink — they fix the
atmospheric co2 during daytime. The massive trunk of an ancient oak or redwood
represent many tones of sequestered carbon . Silver Maple can trap nearly 25,000
ponds of Co2 in nearly 55 years period, according to the centre for urban forest. Also,
tiny (microscopic) aquatic plant- the microalgae have even more efficient Co2 fixing
ability than large plant and trees.
